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User Guide: Applying Conditional Logic in the MyCap Mobile App
Feature Added: REDCap v15.5.7
Applies To: Projects with MyCap enabled.

What is it?
You can now use Form Display Logic (FDL) to control when MyCap tasks appear for participants in the mobile app — the same way you can show or hide forms in REDCap based on set conditions.

Why use it?
· Show tasks only when they are relevant (e.g., follow-up surveys only for certain participants).
· Reduce clutter by hiding unnecessary tasks from participants.
· Improve the participant’s experience by presenting only what they need to complete.

How to Enable MyCap Conditional Logic
1. Go to your project’s Online Designer.
2. Click the Form Display Logic button at the top of the form list.

3. In the setup dialog, check the box for Enable support for MyCap App.

4. For each form/task you want to control:
· Click Add Condition.
· Enter the logic that determines when the form should be visible.
Example: [age] >= 18 will only show the form if the participant’s age is 18 or older.
5. Save your settings.

Testing Your Logic
· Use the MyCap mobile app to log in as a test participant.
· Confirm that the task appears or hides according to your rules.
· Adjust logic as needed to ensure it behaves correctly.

Tips for Success
· Keep conditions simple so they are easy to maintain.
· Double-check variable names in your logic — they must match exactly.
· Combining with branching logic inside forms for even more control.
· Remember that enabling MyCap logic will not affect web-based data entry — it applies only in the app.

✅ Bottom line: MyCap conditional logic helps you create a cleaner, more focused task list for participants, improving both usability and data quality.
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
